a. Elohim, a plural form, is peculiar to the Old Testament and appears in no other 

Semitic language. 2

2. The Distinction of ______________________ 

a. The divine Redeemer and the Spirit are distinguished from the LORD.  
“The Redeemer will come to Zion, to those in Jacob who repent of their sins,” 
declares the LORD. “As for me, this is my covenant with them,” says the LORD. “My 
Spirit, who is on you, will not depart from you, and my words that I have put in your 
mouth will always be on your lips, on the lips of your children and on the lips of their 
descendants—from this time on and forever,” says the LORD. (Isaiah 59:20-21) 

b. The Angel of the Lord is referred to as God yet distinguished from Him. (Genesis
